Abraham & Isaac | Genesis 11:27 - 25:18

We see in the life of Abraham God's story of CREATION continuing, but now more rooted in human
experience - life and death, birth and marriage, family and community, economic and political realities etc.
Linked with this, and God's plans and purposes for the world, PROMISE emerges as another major theme -
Abraham is promised a son, land, a nation, a name, descendants and blessing. At the beginning and the end of
the section we see how important Abraham’'s FAITHFULNESS is, we see how the shape of the future is
determined not simply by the one who speaks the promise, but by Abraham'’s response to it.
